Every year, thousands of new girl 

students attain puberty but education 

on managing menstrual hygiene is 

a lmost  non-existent  in school 

curriculums. To address this vital 

subject and encourage girls to stay in 

school, KHUSHII conducts menstrual 

awareness workshops in various 

schools.
